Where Is The Lord, The God Of Elijah?
“And he took the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and struck the waters and said, "Where is the Lord, the God of Elijah?" And when he also had struck the waters, they were divided here and there; and Elisha crossed over.”     II Kings 2:14

This is not an event based on superstition. Relationship with God did not originate with 
Elijah, Elijah’s mantle, by striking the water, or by asserting a question. Elisha did not have a 
mere “methods based” theology.

God uses means, but they are not ends, or even necessary means to His ends.
