Jesus Is Superior To Moses In POSITION (vs.1)

A.
Jesus is BOTH an Apostle and a High Priest. Moses was just an Apostle.

B.
An APOSTLE represented God to men. A HIGH PRIEST represented men to God.
II.
Jesus Is Superior To Moses In OWNERSHIP (vs. 2-4)

A.
Moses was a faithful SERVANT, as a part of the house of Israel.

"Not so, with My servant Moses, He is faithful in all My household…"      Numbers 12:7

B.
Jesus is a faithful BUILDER and OWNER of His Household, the church.

C.
Christians are MANAGERS not owners.

“In this case, moreover, it is required of stewards that one be found trustworthy.”     I Corinthians 4:2 

III.
Jesus Is Superior To Moses In As A PERSON (vs. 5-6)

A.
Moses was a HIGHLY REGARDED servant in someone else’s house.

B.
Jesus is a SON over His own house.
IV.
The Mark Of A True Believer (vs. 6b)

A.
We can neither SAVE ourselves nor KEEP ourselves SAVED.


B.
ENDURANCE in the faith points to GENUINE faith.
