7 “Therefore, just as the Holy Spirit says, " Today if you hear His voice, 8  Do not harden your hearts as when they provoked Me, As in the day of trial in the wilderness, 9  Where your fathers tried Me by testing Me, And saw My works for forty years. 10 " Therefore I was angry with this generation, And said, 'They always go astray in their heart; And they did not know My ways'; 11  As I swore in My wrath, 'They shall not enter My rest.'" 

12  Take care, brethren, lest there should be in any one of you an evil, unbelieving heart, in falling away from the living God. 13 But encourage one another day after day, as long as it is still called "Today," lest any one of you be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin. 14 For we have become partakers of Christ, if we hold fast the beginning of our assurance firm until the end; 15 while it is said, " Today if you hear His voice, Do not harden your hearts, as when they provoked Me." 

16 For who provoked Him when they had heard? Indeed, did not all those who came out of Egypt led by Moses? 17 And with whom was He angry for forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose bodies fell in the wilderness? 18 And to whom did He swear that they should not enter His rest, but to those who were disobedient? 19 And so we see that they were not able to enter because of unbelief.” Hebrews 3:7-19

This Is A WARNING Against Unbelief


A.
Unbelief is SYNONYMOUS with hardness of heart.

Unbelief is to KNOW something and NOT ACT upon it.



2.
Therefore, unbelief and disobedience are used INTERCHANGEABLY. (as in John 3:36)
II.
Nothing Is More ILLOGICAL Than Unbelief (vs. 7-11)

A.
Hebrews 3:7-11 is a quote from Psalm 95:7-11 which speaks of Israel’s need for water at 


Rephidim (Exodus 17:1-7)


1.
Unbelief never has ENOUGH PROOF.


B.
“Testing” (vs. 9a) means to test a person to see if there is any GOOD or EVIL in that 



person.

C.
“Tried” (vs. 9a) means to put to a test for the purpose of APPROVING or NOT 



APPROVING of that person.


D.
The consequence of unbelief (disobedience) is God’s ANGER and God’s JUDGMENT.


E.
The consequence of belief (obedience) is “REST”.



1.
“Rest” is an inner PEACE and blessing of knowing you are EXACTLY WHERE God wants you 


to be.
