II.
God’s Character Guarantees What He Promises

A.
God made Abraham a PROMISE (vs. 15) and followed it with an OATH. (vs. 16)

B.
Just as God KEPT His promise to Abraham, He will KEEP His promises to us. (vs. 18)


C.
Biblical hope is a CERTAINTY, not a GAMBLE.



1.
It gives us STABILITY like an anchor.



2.
Our hope is JESUS CHRIST.
