Forgiveness is to be a CONSTANT HABIT.

Unforgiveness BREAKS our FELLOWSHIP with God. (Matthew 6:9-15)

Forgiveness is a CHOICE.

II.
The Receiving of Forgiveness

23 “If therefore you are presenting your offering at the altar, and there remember that your brother has 
something against you, 24 leave your offering there before the altar, and go your way; first be reconciled to 
your brother, and then come and present your offering.”     Matthew 5:23-24 

A.
Our relationship with God has stalled when we have knowingly wronged another. 


1.
Reconciliation must PRECEDE worship.


2.
God expects this to happen IMMEDIATELY.


21 “You have heard that the ancients were told, ' You shall not commit murder' and 'Whoever 


commits murder shall be liable to the court.' 22 "But I say to you that everyone who is angry with his 

brother shall be guilty before the court; and whoever shall say to his brother, ' Raca,' shall be guilty 


before the supreme court; and whoever shall say, 'You fool,' shall be guilty enough to go into the 


fiery hell.”     Matthew 5:21-22 


B.
CONTEMPT for another breaks our fellowship with God.


C.
Satan’s strategy is: DIVIDE & CONQUER.

III.
Communion Reminds Us of the Forgiveness We Have In Christ


24 “and when He had given thanks, He broke it, and said, "This is My body, which is for you; do this in 
remembrance of Me." 25 In the same way He took the cup also, after supper, saying, "This cup is the new 
covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.”     I Corinthians 11:24-25

Communion is only for Christians who:



1.
…who are in a RIGHT RELATIONSHIP with the Lord (I Corinthians 11:27-28)



2.
…who are COMMITTED to the Lord
