I. The Theme of Romans 9-11


A.  God is FAITHFUL to His WORD. (vs. 6a)
II. Israel’s’ Unbelief Was Consistent With God’s Old Testament Promises. (vs. 6b-13)

A. 
Not all physical Israelites are TRUE heirs of the Promise. (vs. 6b-10)

1.  They MISUNDERSTOOD God’s promises.

2.
There has always been a SELECTION process.


3.
God has NOT broken His promise, He is SAVING some.


B.
God sovereignly CHOOSES some. (vs. 11-13)


C.
Predestination and human responsibility is a MYSTERY beyond our UNDERSTANDING.

 14 “What shall we say then? There is no injustice with God, is there? May it never be! 15 For He says to Moses, "I WILL HAVE MERCY ON WHOM I HAVE MERCY, AND I WILL HAVE COMPASSION ON WHOM I HAVE COMPASSION." 16 So then it does not depend on the man who wills or the man who runs, but on God who has mercy.”

17 “For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, "FOR THIS VERY PURPOSE I RAISED YOU UP, TO DEMONSTRATE MY POWER IN YOU, AND THAT MY NAME MIGHT BE PROCLAIMED THROUGHOUT THE WHOLE EARTH." 18 So then He has mercy on whom He desires, and He hardens whom He desires.”     Romans 9:14-18 

III. If God Chose Some And Not Others He Is UNFAIR (vs. 14-18)

A.  God has no capacity for UNFAIRNESS or INJUSTICE.

B.  All sinners deserve condemnation. If God were only JUST (without mercy) all would PERISH. 



(vs. 15-16)

C.  God ESTABLISHES what happens in the world. (vs. 17-18)
19 “You will say to me then, "Why does He still find fault? For who resists His will?" 20 On the contrary, who are you, O man, who answers back to God? The thing molded will not say to the molder, "Why did you make me like this," will it? 21 Or does not the potter have a right over the clay, to make from the same lump one vessel for honorable use, and another for common use? 22 What if God, although willing to demonstrate His wrath and to make His power known, endured with much patience vessels of wrath prepared for destruction? 23 And He did so in order that He might make known the riches of His glory upon vessels of mercy, which He prepared beforehand for glory…”

V.
Israel’s Unbelief Was Consistent With God’s Promises (vs. 24-29)


A.
God had FORETOLD through Hosea that the GENTILES (“not My people”) would come to Him. 



(vs. 24-26)


B.
Only God’s sovereign mercy SPARES SOME. (vs. 27-29)
