I. No One Has Ever Seen God In His ESSENCE.

A.  Some have PARTIALLY seen God.

20 “But He said, "You cannot see My face, for no man can see Me and live!" 21 Then the LORD said, "Behold, 
there is a place by Me, and you shall stand there on the rock; 22 and it will come about, while My glory is 
passing by, that I will put you in the cleft of the rock and cover you with My hand until I have passed by. 
23 "Then I will take My hand away and you shall see My back, but My face shall not be seen."

God communicated with Moses in a DIRECT WAY.


8 “With him I speak mouth to mouth, Even openly, and not in dark sayings, And he beholds the form of the 
LORD. Why then were you not afraid To speak against My servant, against Moses?"      Numbers 12:8 

II. Jesus Is The ONE AND ONLY God-man.

A. 
“Only-begotten” has nothing to do with being BORN or CREATED.


1.  It means UNIQUE. (Hebrews 11:17)
III. Jesus Gives Meaning To Who God Is

A.  God is REVEALED FULLY in Jesus.


1.
In the Old Testament God did NOT fully reveal Himself.




“Clouds and think darkness surround Him…”     Psalms 97:2a

B.  Take a CLOSE LOOK at Jesus if you want a full revelation of God.

Him." 8 Philip * said to Him, "Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us." 9 Jesus * said to him, "Have I 
been so long with you, and yet you have not come to know Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has seen the 
Father; how do you say, 'Show us the Father'?”     John 14:6-9 


C.  Today, we see through the EYES OF FAITH.
