B. 
Christ calls Christians to RETURN to Him.

C.
The “overcomers” are believers who have walked with Christ and earned eternal REWARDS.


1.
The “overcomers” are NOT Christians who have walked with Christ and held onto their 



SALVATION. Jesus does not WARN Christians about loosing their salvation.



“…to him who overcomes, I will grant to eat of the tree of life, which is in the Paradise of God”

“…He who overcomes shall not be hurt by the second death.”   Revelation 2:11b



“…to him who overcomes, to him I will give some of the hidden manna, and I will give him a white stone, 

and a new name written on the stone which no one knows but he who receives it.”     Revelation 2:17b


“And he who overcomes, and he who keeps My deeds until the end, to him I will give authority over the 

nations…”     Revelation 2:26



“He who overcomes shall thus be clothed in white garments; and I will not erase his name from the book of 

life, and I will confess his name before My Father, and before His angels.”     Revelation 3:5



“He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he will not go out from it 


anymore; and I will write upon him the name of My God, and the name of the city of My God, the new 

Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My God, and My new name.” Revelation 3:12


“He who overcomes, I will grant to him to sit down with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat 

down with My Father on His throne.”     Revelation 3:21



2.
Revelation 2:11 and Revelation 3:5 are figures of speech called litotes. In litotes a positive 


idea is expressed through the negation of its OPPOSITE.


D.
In summary:



What we have in Revelation 2 & 3 is rewards promised to faithful servants, NOT warnings 


against the loss of one’s salvation.

Can A Christian Get To Heaven And Have No Reward Waiting For Him?


10 “According to the grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder I laid a foundation, and another 
is building upon it. But let each man be careful how he builds upon it. 11 For no man can lay a foundation other 
than the one which is laid, which is Jesus Christ.”


12 “Now if any man builds upon the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, 13 each man's 
work will become evident; for the day will show it, because it is 
to be revealed with fire; and the fire itself will test 
the quality of each man's work. 14 If any man's work which he has built upon it remains, he shall receive a reward. 
15 If any man's work is burned up, he shall suffer loss; but he himself shall be saved, yet so as through fire.”

A.
The person in view here is a CHRISTIAN. (has the foundation of Jesus Christ; vs. 10-11)


B.
The works in view are the deeds believers do AFTER salvation. (vs. 12)


C.
This “day” is the JUDGMENT SEAT of CHRIST. (I Corinthians 5:10)


D.
Some works LAST and are rewarded (vs. 14); and some works do NOT last and are not rewarded. 

(vs. 15)


E.
This will be a HORRIBLE experience for some Christians (vs 15…”suffer loss”)

Two questions in heaven:
