For a Christian to lose his salvation, it would mean that God FAILED.

C.
A person can no more work himself OUT of salvation than he could have worked himself INTO it.


“And you were dead in your trespasses and sins.”     Ephesians 2:1

II. 
The Process of Salvation

A.
Foreknowledge


1.
It does not mean to look down the corridors of TIME to see all who WOULD choose Him.



2.
It means a PREDETERMINED CHOICE.


“Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who reside as aliens, scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, 
Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia, who are chosen 2 according to the foreknowledge of God the Father…”


I Peter 1:1-2 

18 “knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of 
life inherited from your forefathers, 19 but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the 
blood of Christ. 20 For He was foreknown before the foundation of the world, but has appeared in these last 
times for the sake of you.”     I Peter 1:18-20 

*
Christians were foreknown in the SAME way Christ was foreknown. That CANNOT mean to 

foresee the future, but must refer to a predetermined choice by God.

27 "For truly in this city there were gathered together against Thy holy servant Jesus, whom Thou didst 
anoint, both Herod and Pontius Pilate, along with the Gentiles and the peoples of Israel, 28 to do whatever 
Thy hand and Thy purpose predestined to occur. 29 "And now, Lord, take note of their threats, and grant 
that Thy bond-servants may speak Thy word with all confidence,”     Acts 4:27-29 

3.
It includes a special INTIMACY.

B.
Predestined


1.
It means to APPOINT or DETERMINE beforehand.



2.
We are not Christians because of what WE decided about Christ, but because of what GOD 


decided about us.


4 “just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless 
before Him . In love 5 He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to 
the kind intention of His will, 6 to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in 
the Beloved.”     Ephesians 1:4-6 

44 ”No one can come to Me, unless the Father who sent Me draws him; and I will raise him up on the last 
day.”     John 6:44 

12 “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, even to those who 
believe in His name, 13 who were born not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but 
of God.”

Only a God who is SOVEREIGN, can plan from the PAST, make promises in the PRESENT,

Called

There are two types of calls:

The OUTWARD or general call

The call of Romans 8:30 is the effectual call; when the Holy Spirit CAUSES us to RESPOND.

Scripture NOWHERE teaches that God CHOOSES unbelievers for condemnation.
